SDG&E Rebates for Energy Efficient Construction
Doubled for Fire Rebuilds!

SDG&E has established an incentive program for fire rebuilds whose energy efficiency exceeds Title 24 Requirements by 15% or more. The Advanced Home Program offers energy efficiency incentives of up to $4,000 for fire rebuilds per qualifying new home.  Now through December 31, 2009 (or until these funds are depleted) your project may qualify for incentives on eligible energy efficient new homes.  

In order to take advantage of this program, it is important that SDG&E be contacted as early as possible in the planning process to ensure that the home meets the program requirements. Ideally, this would be prior to Title 24 calculations, as the calculations must be done by a Certified Energy Plans Examiner (CEPE), but at minimum prior to installation of drywall, as SDG&E will perform inspections to confirm that the standards are met.

Additionally, the New Solar Homes Partnership provides financial incentives and other support to builders for installing eligible solar photovoltaic (PV)

systems on new residential buildings that receive electricity from

SDG&E.
